Investment Objective

The Martello Global Equity Fund ("the Fund") aims to achieve long term capital appreciation through
investment in listed equities on a global basis.

The fund is primarily intended for investors with a long-term horizon of at least 5 years.

Investment Strategy

The Fund will invest in a diversified portfolio of listed equities. Assets of the Fund are typically limited to,
but not confined to, those companies listed on the markets of the UK, Europe and North America.

The investment advisor will apply a rigorous investment selection methodology to select securities for the
Fund's investment portfolio. These criteria are designed to ensure that the Fund invests in high quality
businesses with proven management competencies and strategy execution.

It is envisaged that the investment portfolio of the Fund will be concentrated, comprising between 20 and

30 stocks. However, the portfolio will be invested with the aim of providing a prudent spread of risk, and
there are limits on the concentration of the investments held.

Fund Commentary — November 2024

November was a good month for US equities driven by the US election results and Trump being nominated as the 47th president of the United States of
America. Europe and Emerging markets weren’t as strong as the market anticipates the impact of potential trade tariffs.

Trump's election win in early November created a significant boost in US stock performance, with a multitude of sectors seen as potentially benefiting from
mooted reforms and policies. Autos, financials, materials, construction, health care and energy stocks could all be impacted following the election
announcement and near-term policy changes. The market saw the result as a pro-growth move, with lower taxes and less regulation on the horizon for the
US market. The returns generated from European and Emerging markets were more tepid due to the market factoring in the implications of trade tariffs.

The FOMC continued their rate-cutting cycle with another 25 bps reduction made during November, with the rate now sitting at 4.5%-4.75%. The committee
stated that inflation is still somewhat elevated; however, the current market conditions they are seeing have eased. US 10-year yields have come down from
their November peak of 4.45%, which occurred on the 13th of the month, now sitting at 4.2%.

The economic data in the Eurozone was weaker than expected, with PMI data reflecting a slight reversal of October's increase. Retail sales were stronger
than expected, coming in at 2.9% growth YoY versus 1.3% expected. CPl came in at 2.7% YoY, in line with estimates. It was a similar picture in the UK,
where industrial production showed declines for both sequential growth (-0.5%) and annual growth (-1.8%).

The best-performing sectors during November were consumer discretionary (+9.7%), financials (+6.3%) and energy (+5.5%) with the laggards being utilities
(-8.0%) and technology (-2.5%). Looking at the individual stocks, the best-performing were Netflix (+17.3%), Amazon (+11.5%), and Schlumberger (+9.7%);
the worst-performing were Monolithic Power Systems (-25.2%) and Veolia Environnement (-8.0%). The fund returned 3.0% during November versus the
benchmark return of 4.6%.

A schedule of fees and
charges and maximum commissions is available from the Investment Advisor. The cell is valued daily at 23h00, on the business day preceding dealing day and is traded at the ruling price.
